I had a long conversation with Ms. Wheaton. She appreciated me stopping
by and delivering the drawing. She isn't happy with the change -- more
for philosophical reasons. She has strong opinions, backed by some facts,
about the folks in the neighborhood who she think will be the only ones
using the multi-use pathway. She had an inebriated person break into her
house, she had folks cut down trees in her front yard, and she has heard
noise, arguments, fights and lots of vehicle traffic associated with the
neighborhood's multi-family dwellings.

A couple of things would make her happy. 1) get the waiver for the
sidewalk on the south side and add 5-feet to the area on the north. 2)
make the sidewalk a straight sidewalk as far away from her residence as
possible. She is thinking it could/should be placed immediately behind
the curb/near the parking areas.

I told her that I'd keep her posted about what we are doing and will give
her a call every now and then.

She pointed out that the two "newly exposed" residents are both inhabited
by widows in poor health. She is concerned for her safety with more foot
traffic closer to her home and her neighbor's home.

I just had a call from Agnes Wheaton- she wanted to know 1) the distance
from the curb to the edge of Ms. Halls property and 2) the distance from
the edge of the curb to the edge of her property. She views this as

property.

Arnold & team --

I spoken with Allen Kemplen, Paul Kanitz, Paul Benson, Anges Wheaton and
Denny Victor. I have calls in to Dan Seiser, Beverly Ridder and Tim
Griffith. The reception has been warm. Most folks are glad we were able
to connect with the owner of property on the south side of the street.
They are encouraged by her willingness to work with the city and bring the
driveways into closer code compliance.

Not all are on board with the on-street parking and there remains some
concern about snow storage on both south and north sides of the street-
mostly about whether it would be available, used, etc. Ms. Wheaton 1is
still concerned about the proximity of the pathway to her home and the
quality of individuals parking on the street.

I didn’t have information on the number of vehicles the parking will
accommodate. Allen suggested that we position it mid-way between the
streets and alley and leave some beautification area between the alley and
the parking.

Most had difficulty visualizing the alternative as I explained in on the
phone. I’d like to just put a copy in the mail to each of them. Any
problem with that? I let them know that the next public involvement
opportunity would be at completion of the Draft DSR. We can send a
postcard at that time and make copies available at the FVCC, Senior Center
and Loussac Library and post on the web site.

All want the opportunity to talk to Elise about the landscaping and the
fencing selection.

Good afternoon everybody:

We just finished meeting with the Kris Hall, owner of nearly all of
the property on the south side of Chance Court. It went VERY
well. She is an enthusiastic supporter of Alternative E. Below is
the game plan that Dave Gardner, Anne, and myself discussed
moments ago (subject to input and adjustment of course).

We will move forward with the schematic design and draft DSR as
quickly as possible. The layout should follow Alternative E for
now. Leave the sidewalk on the south side in the design and
labeled as optional, but | expect this sidewalk to disappear before
we reach the final DSR. Elise, if the south sidewalk goes away,
how much can we slide the roadway south so that we have the
necessary space for trees and snow on both side of the road? I'd
like to include a discussion on this topic in the draft DSR, along
with the reasons for a variance to eliminate the sidewalk on the
south side. Once we have concurrence on the variance, then we
can shift the road south before we complete the final DSR.

While USKH is advancing the Concept Design and Draft DSR,
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Anne will be talking individually to members of the Community
Council Executive Committee and other important stakeholders.
Her objective is to communicate the reasons why this alternative
is being advanced so that we don’t get a lot of complaints and
proposed design revisions later. Anne needs to have another
version of the recommended alternative title changed from
Alternative E to “Alternative A-modified”. | ask that USKH make
that revision and email the Adobe file to Anne and myself today (if
possible). | will forward a copy to Kris Hall to distribute to her
tenants.

| would like to shoot for an internal review draft Concept Design
and Draft DSR to Kinney Engineering on May 16 and we can work
toward submitting to PM&E a week later.

| am very pleased to see this project moving into design at last!
Let me know if you have any concerns or objections to this plan of
attack.

| am writing to introduce you to the 16™ Avenue Terrace Circulation project. The primary goal is
to improve the neighborhood circulation by widening 16" Avenue Terrace / Alley (recently
renamed to Chance Court). Secondary project goals include reducing the maintenance effort,
minimizing impacts to the adjacent property, and enhancing pedestrian opportunities and
aesthetics. We are currently in the preliminary design stage and scheduled for construction in
2008.

As an owner of property on the south side of 16™ Avenue Terrace/Alley (Third Addition, Block
